USING THE EMERGENCY MASTER KEY
1. Insert the emergency master key into the lock, and turn counterclockwise.

INSTALLING A NEW USER CODE

1. Open the safe.

2. Hold down the reset button until you hear two beeps and the orange indicator lights up.

3. Enter a new code from 3 to 8 digits and confirm by pressing the “E” button. The indicator will go off.
4. Check the set code when the safe door is open.

OPENING THE SAFE

1. Input your user code. Each pressing will results in a buzzer that beeps, and the orange light will flash.
2. Press "E" button, the green light will be on.

3. Rotate the knob clockwise and pull outwards.

ATTENTION: If you enter the digits (code) incorrectly, press the "C" button to cancel the input. Enter the user
code again when the yellow light blinks six times and you hear six beep sounds.

CLOSING THE DOOR
